What Makes a Strong Symposium Proposal
We encourage submissions that focus on common clinical scenarios in respiratory physiotherapy, while offering new insights, challenges, or practical learning.
Strong proposals will:
· Address clinically relevant situations encountered in everyday practice
· Highlight a clinical or service challenge, uncertainty, or decision-making process
· Provide clear, practical learning points applicable across settings
· Demonstrate clinical reasoning, reflection, or innovation
· Be relevant to an audience at different stages of their career/ experience
We encourage:
· Hearing the patient voice and experience through symposiums
· Clear explanation of what was learned and why it matters
· Transferable lessons, even when based on a single case or service
We discourage:
· Focus on rare or highly specialised conditions without broader learning
· Purely descriptive submissions with no clear take-home messages
· Topics lacking relevance to clinical physiotherapy practice
